What is the schedule for the shuttle busses?” This is among the most frequently asked
questions at the Villa Roma service desk. The answer is simpler than you might think: “they
are always running.” The Villa Roma Resort’s shuttle busses are scheduled to run from
early in the morning, until late at night, to accommodate every guest’'s needs. A shift
change in the late afternoon is the only time there might be a slight interruption in service,
however, in most cases the transition between drivers is seamless, and will never even be
noticed.

In fact, in the summertime, during our winter sports season, and when large groups are
staying at the hotel, we often have two busses running simultaneously. The shuttles always
park in the hotel’s front circle (in the front of the main lobby). They wait there until a guest
requests to be taken somewhere on property, or until a guest calls from one of the outlying
buildings to request a ride. The shuttles will travel anywhere on property that a guest
requests (the time share buildings, the sports complex, the stables, the ski chalet, the go
karts & the golf club house, etc.). When the shuttles have completed a trip, they come back
to the front circle and await further instruction from the guests they are here to serve.

The shuttles do not provide rides to local towns, the Resorts World Catskills Casino, Bethel
Woods Center for the Arts, or any other local destinations, except under rare, and
prearranged circumstances. As always, you can expect our drivers to be professional,
helpful and courteous. Your understanding in waiting your turn for the shuttles to finish
delivering other guests to their destinations before they pick you up will be very much
appreciated. Your patience will help greatly in assuring everyone has a fun experience, and
a quality stay at our resort. Thank you so much!
